PARTICULARS OF SALE

THE PERIOD RESIDENCE
The property is approached over a private tree lined tarmac entrance drive. It occupies an
excellent location in the centre of the farm with glorious views over the Usk Valley.

The Residence is Listed Grade 2 and has a wealth of period features throughout including
extensive exposed oak beaming. It is substantially constructed of stone elevations under
a slated roof.

The Vendors have carried out an extensive modernisation scheme in recent years and the
property appears to be in immaculate structural and decorative condition. The property
has regularly been redecorated using Farrow and Bell paints and is in every sense of the
phrase “A Gentleman’s Residence”.

The property is situated in attractive garden grounds which comprise landscaped lawns
intersected by a small brook. There is also a Decking area adjacent to the Conservatory.

THE FARMBUILDINGS

The farmbuildings are of modern and traditional construction and conveniently situated
to this residence. The traditional buildings offer considerable scope for conversion into
alternative accommodation subject to planning.

In recent years the farm has been the home of Gilestone Caravan and Camping Park with
up to 50 caravans and 50 pitched tents being accommodated at the property.

Following a recent Court case the use of the farm for this has been curtailed and now
only 5 caravans can be accommodated with associated rally’s also being held.

The facilities are exceptionally good with the pitches having excellent access off hard
roads. In recent years a purpose built Toilet/Shower block has been constructed which
provides 14 showers; Laundry and private bathroom facilities. There is also an office
block.
