GENERAL REMARKS AND STIPULATIONS

SITUATION
Upper Llantrothy Farm stands in a secluded position overlooking the surrounding
countryside of the River Trothy Valley, approximately 2 miles to the north of the village
of Dingestow. The historic market town of Monmouth is approximately 5 miles, with its
first class range of Haberdashers Boys and Girls private schools, including Preparatory
Schools, also renowned Comprehensive School. Local junior schooling is available at
Raglan, with a number of small private junior schools also situated locally.

APPROACH
From Monmouth take the B4293 towards Mitchell Troy. Continue through the village of
Mitchel Troy bearing left after approximately 1 miles, towards Dingestow. Proceed
through Dingestow village, taking the second right past the Church following signs to
Llantilio Crossenny. Follow this lane for about 1.5 miles and the entrance to Upper
Llantrothy Farm lies on the right hand side.

TENURE
The property is freehold and offered for sale with vacant possession on completion.

SERVICES
Private water supply pumped from a well to the house and buildings via a pressurised
pump with an ultra violet sterilisation unit fitted. Private water to the majority of the
fields via pumped abstraction from the Nant Brook. Mains Electricity Supply. Private
Drainage System.

FIXTURES AND FITTINGS
Only fixtures and fittings mentioned in these particulars are included with the sale of the
freehold. Any others are expressly excluded. All fitted carpets are included in the sale.

SINGLE PAYMENT SCHEME
The land has not been registered for the Single Payment Scheme.

ROSS-ON-WYE

GENERAL
Upper Llantrothy Farm stands at the end of a long drive in a secluded position with
beautiful open views yet within easy commuting distance of the main centres of South
Wales and the West Midlands.

The rendered stone house provides spacious well proportioned accommodation and
stands in the centre of the holding.

The range of buildings present many opportunities to the purchaser including equestrian
enterprises in the stabling facilities and the outdoor ménage. The traditional barn also has
potential for development subject to planning. Planning consent has already been granted
for the erection of a purpose built range of dog kennels/cattery.

The land comprises an excellent area of mainly level pasture surrounding the homestead
which again is suitable to a wide variety of enterprises.

THE PERIOD RESIDENCE
The period residence is reputed to date back to the 16th Century and contains a wealth of
period features. It has been improved in recent years and consent was granted (now
expired) for an extension to the property which included a new Entrance Hall and
Conservatory.



The farmhouse is centrally located on the farm and looks out over the riverside land to
the east. A large gravelled turning and parking area lies to the front and side of the house
with further parking at the rear of the property.

The accommodation principally comprises:

ON THE GROUND FLOOR:

Entrance Hall/Study: with radiator

Drawing/Dining Room: (approx 40’ x 18’7”) with inglenook stone fireplace and
hearth with Villager wood burning stove and two inset
alcoves; beamed ceiling; two radiators; casement door to
garden.

Kitchen: (approx 18’3” x 15’) with oil fired Rayburn; beamed
ceiling; range of fitted kitchen units.

Utility Room: (approx 16’ x 12’7”) with beamed ceiling; fitted
cupboards, sink unit, radiator, plumbing for washing
machine.

Bathroom: with panelled bath; low level WC; wash hand basin;
panelled radiator

ON THE FIRST FLOOR:

Landing:

Master Bedroom Suite: (approx 18’6” x 15’9”) with built-in wardrobe cupboards;
radiator and En-Suite Bathroom with corner bath; vanity
unit with wash basin; low level WC; radiator

Bedroom No 2: (approx 10’8” x 10’) with built-in wardrobe cupboard;
radiator

Bedroom No 3: (approx 12’6” x 7’6”) with built-in wardrobe cupboard;
radiator

A back stairs from the kitchen leads to further accommodation viz:

OUTSIDE
Garage/Store of stone and block construction

THE GARDENS
The gardens lay principally to the front and side of the farmhouse and consist of
gravelled hardstanding together with raised borders and gently sloping lawns. There is
also a productive vegetable plot.

Extensive landscaping has resulted in a most attractive layout making the most of the
property’s sunny position.

THE FARMBUILDINGS
The farmbuildings lie in convenient proximity to the residence and are of modern and
traditional construction. They comprise an extensive range of equestrian, livestock and
general storage buildings as follows:

Concrete block, corrugated Asbestos and corrugated iron Barn divided to include three
stables and Machinery Store with concrete block and Asbestos Lean-to Store

Lean-to Block and Asbestos Workshop

Store and tiled Traditional Barn with driving way with concrete block and Asbestos
lean-to Office Block

Note: This building has significant development potential for alternative use subject to
planning.

2 Bay stone and galvanised iron Fuel Store

3 Bay steel, corrugated iron Dutch Barn (45’ x 20’) with Bay lean-to Cattle Yard

3 Bay steel, corrugated iron and Asbestos Dutch Barn (approx 45’ x 24’) with 2 lean-to
Covered Yards (each 45’ x 18’)

Concrete block and Asbestos Stable Block (approx 60’ x 16’) incorporating 4 loose boxes

Outdoor Ménage (approx 200’ x 40’)

PLANNING CONSENT
Planning consent has been granted for the erection of a purpose built Kennels/Cattery
(approx 100’ x 35’). Details of this are available from the Agents.



THE LAND

The land surrounds the farmhouse and buildings and has about 200 feet above sea level.
It is generally level or gently undulating and has extensive frontage to the River Trothy.
The land is principally classified Grade 3 on the DEFRA Agricultural Land Classification
Map of England and Wales and is relatively free draining although particularly notable
for its resistance to drought. The land is all down to pasture and the property has
generally been managed to a good standard.
