DESCRIPTION

This Raspberry farm has been established over the past three years and is now in full
production. There are 30 tunnels mainly 145 to 150 metres long reducing to about 40
metres in the last few at the north western end of the field. Most of the tunnels are
planted to Raspberries with two early varieties Ample and Tylameen. The others being
varieties of Driscolls.

There are also four tunnels of Blackberries, and tunnels planted with Blueberries.
Thereisaso alarge nursery area with 5,000 to 6,000 young raspberry plantsin pots.

The tunnels are all Haygrove and are well shielded by a row of trees and weather netting.
The tunnels are left covered during the winter and adjusted on their frames at this time.

Watering is from a borehole and reservoir, with large quantities available. Divided into
16 individual watering sections, each of which can be controlled and with two feed
pumps and reservoirs for feeding, Dozatron or other additives.

The produce is dealt with normally by a gang of 12 pickers and there are two mobile
homes for seasonal workers each accommodating 6 pickers. The produce is taken to
Drummonds packhouse where a group of approximately 80 growers, under the name of

K G Marketing, market mainly to Tescos but are also able to supply Morrisons.

There are approximately 35,000 Raspberry plants and 1,500 Blackberry plants.

THE TENANCY
The tenancy is held on a short term tenancy which can be assigned and a new tenancy
made with any suitable purchasers after approval of the purchaser by the land owner.

The rent is £5,000 per annum and the water is supplied from the land owner’s borehole
and reservoir.

In addition to the polytunnel, crops and two mobile homes there is also a 16hp
Mitsubishi mini Tractor, a1 metre wide Flail Mower and other cultivation equipment and
aFord Transit Van registration T350 R3R.

The farm has been run by Mr Marin Marinou who works for Drummonds in
Worcestershire and his brother-in-law. The brother-in-law now wishes to withdraw from
the Partnership and Mr Marinou has decided, therefore that he would wish to sell the
business as it is now fully established and fully productive.
